Forward

This textbook is prepared for persons who are planning to take the Agriculture Skill
Assessment Test.

At the workplace, where technical interns are assigned, instructions are generally given
verbally. Consequently, it is essential for them to understand verbal instructions without
referring to written text. In particular, it is extremely important to understand expressions
with numbers and various verb conjugations.

In light of the above, it has been decided that the Japanese proficiency exam of the
Agriculture Skill Assessment Test will include questions to be answered by listening to
Japanese. Please fully prepare yourself for the exam by using this textbook.

€ Japanese ability required for learners who are going to use this textbook

This textbook targets learners who have some learning experience of Japanese. For
example, with regard to Minna no Nihongo teaching material available on the market, it is
desirable that a user of this textbook has completed at least up to lesson eight. Although
several topics discussed in this textbook are dealt with in lesson nine or beyond, the user
will be able to understand them by listening repeatedly to the audio materials
corresponding to this textbook.

€ How to use this textbook

(1) Please download the audio file from the same website on which this textbook is
available.

(2) In reference to the textbook, please listen to the audio repeatedly in order to familiarize
yourself with the Japanese expressions.

(3) Once you are familiarized with the expressions, please listen to the audio, looking at
the illustrations alone, without looking at corresponding characters or sentences.

(4) Please listen to the audio repeatedly in order to familiarize yourself with Japanese
expressions and improve your listening skills.
